Looking Back on 2011 with Praise

Guadalupe Outreach 
Last year started with 
a new outreach in 
Guadalupe to help fill a 
need in the community 
to feed the hungry 
- and bring spiritual 
nourishment. Each 
Tuesday evening our 
team of volunteers 
serves nearly 60 people 

a hot, nutritious meal and 
distributes Bibles, clothes, and hygiene products.

Oceano – In spring we launched a once-a-month 
outreach to Oceano in partnership with Church of 
God of Prophecy – Pastor Greg Noe. We provide 
the meal service for the Friday Night Live Recovery 

meeting. This outreach 
feeds and clothes many 
men and women who 
are either living on 
the beach, out on the 
streets, or in their cars. 
Each second Friday 
night of the month we 
serve about 65 people 
a great dinner and 
distribute clothing.
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Graduations – We 
celebrated eight men 
graduating from the 
mission’s Recovery 
Program. These men 
are now back at work, 
in school, and staying 
connected with their 
churches. Some of the 
men stay connected with 
the mission through the mission’s new After-Care 
ministry, which meets once each month for volunteer 
service or continued study.

Commercial Kitchen 
We launched our 
commercial kitchen 
in partnership 
with Power of God 
Christian Center – 
Pastor Sal Ortiz. We 
are able to prepare 
fresh, hot meals with a 
wider variety of salads 
and side dishes. The 
kitchen also allows 
us to train program 
members in culinary skills. Three of our members 
received their Serve-Safe food handler’s certificates. 
Last year we served 23,335 meals.

Recovery Program – The mission’s Recovery program 
continues to offer help to men fighting addiction and 
other life-controlling issues. The program is a blend 
of Bible training, 12-Step Recovery, and life-skill 
vocational training. The members are awake at 6am 
for breakfast, devotion, and chores, followed by a full 
day of work and study. The evenings are a great time 
at the mission with different studies taking place or 
recreation. The men appreciate the opportunity to get 
to the real issues behind their addiction – issues like 
anger, hurt, betrayal, and loneliness. It is a privilege to 
serve God with these men.

Wednesday Food Pantry – 
Each Wednesday a crew of 
volunteers distributes nearly 
250 baskets of groceries to 
families in need. We also 
provide a hot lunch, Bibles, 
and clothes. This Wednesday 
ministry happens right at the 
mission, so we are able to serve 
our neighbors in a way that 
really helps them meet their 
family budget.
